performance (including music) to present at their audition

• Only dancers who can meet the minimum criteria will be also permitted to solo feature 

audition

• Please note if you are only skilled in a particular style (i.e. hip hop) please note the style 

on your audition form and attend the first hour of auditions (1:00 PM) and prepare a 16 

count of freestyle 

• If you wish to be considered only for the other genres, please attend auditions from 2:00 

– 6:00 pm

• If you wish to be considered for all styles, please come at 1:00 PM

• Rehearsals will begin mid June and run until show.

• All dancers must be available for every rehearsal called but not all dancers will be in 

every number

• Performances will take place August 24th 25th and 26th at the Rose Theatre

1. Vocal Ensemble auditions

• Candidates wishing to be considered for ensemble only can audition with any song 

from any genre with backing track. Suggest a 32 bar selection from their musical 

choice. (a track on a phone or mp3 player with a headphone out is preferred. CD 

Player provided as well)

• Unless otherwise approved/noted by the AD/MD, all ensemble members will be 

performing on Friday, August 25 in the Broadway Evening AND Saturday, August 26 

in the Classical Gala. 

2. Solo auditions

• Candidates wishing to be considered as a soloist for the Broadway or Classical 

evenings must select repertoire ONLY from the list of repertoire provided. 

• Candidates wishing to be considered as a soloist for the Jazz Evening can audition 

with any 32 bar selection from a jazz standard with backing track.

• Rehearsals will be taking place from mid-June until August 23rd on Sunday 

afternoons, as well as Monday and Wednesday evenings

• All classical soloists are required to participate in the ensemble numbers on the finale 

evening 

• All Broadway soloists will be required to learn/perform the ensemble numbers on the 

finale evening (unless otherwise approved)

• Youth performers may be invited to perform at the discretion of the directors
